Carmelite Congregation

e Began on the Mount Carmel of Palestine in 12" century.
e The monks of the congregation lived a solitary life.
e St. Simon Stock got this Congregation to England.
e They established monasteries near universities so that monk could study while serving.
e St. Teresa of Avila gave a renewal to Carmelite Order (1515-1582).
e She revitalized the contemplative life.
e She wrote important works such as “The Way of Perfection” and “The Interior Castle”
e St. John of the Cross joined in this renewal guided by St. Teresa of Avila (1542-1591). He
wrote following books;
» The Ascent of Mount Carmel
» Dark Night of the Soul
» The Spiritual Canticle
» The Divine Flame of Love

Capuchin Congregation

e The Franciscan Congregation began in Italy in 1525.

e St. Francis of Assisi said about the value of rules while insisting on practical life according to
the World of God.

e Matteo Di Passi contributed and gave leadership to begin Chpuchin Order.

e At the beginning, this renewal congregation had issues in the Church. But renewal was slowly
marching forward.

e They lived simultaneously both the evangelical life and monastic life.

e They earned their living by helping the sick and working hard in the fields.

e They preached against reformations of the Protestant Church.

e They lived a life of poverty.

Charity Sisters of St. Vincent De Paul

e In 1633 St. Vincent De Paul established.
e The sisters dedicate their service and mission of evangelization as full timers.
e They gave more concern towards the poor and needy.
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De La Sale Congregation

e St. John De Baptized De La Sale was the founder of this congregation.
e He began this while serving in a parish in France to educate the young boys.

Vincentian Congregation

e This congregation established in France in 1625 by St. Vincent De Paul.

e St.Vincent De Paul worked for Church reformation as a pioneer.

e He treated the poor people with love and kindness.

e Their service was to teach the Catholic Religion and respond to their reformative teachings.
e St. Vincentian Congregation followed two methods in reforming the Church;

1. Organized religious congregation in order to form exemplary priest

2. According to the Council of Trent formation of priests were handed over to religious
congregations

Society of Jesus (Jesuits)

e Established during the Church reformative background.

e Founded by St. Ignasius of Loyala.

e While he was injured in war and receiving treatment he studied the Holy Scripture and read
the lives of Saints and his life was changed.

e The congregation established to educate uneducated people and poor. But later on extended to
educate princes and kings.

e The main features of this congregation are to observe vows of dedicated life and pay
obedience to the orders of Popes.

e The mission of the Jesuits congregation is to teach the Doctrine of the Church.

e St. Robert Belomian worked in the Council of Trent as a Theologian.

e Banned the preaching on indulgence.

e Established the minor seminaries in all dioceses for priest formations.

e Encouraged to receive Holy Communion.

e Encouraged to take part in Eucharistic adoration and received blessings.
